For Discussion

» What excuses do we use for not being generous to the poor —
either in our communities or in our families? In what ways is “tough
love” important to help people? In what ways could it hurt them?

> Are Christians required to keep the Sabbath todaye What does
‘keeping the Sabbath’ show?

» Why will following God's way and not our own way result in “joy in
the Lord” (v.14)2

» “There is no shortcut to joy and victory; they come through repentance, and a
willingness to live God’s way”. DO you agree/disagree? Why/why not?
How does this impact our prayer lives today?

» How do unanswered prayers affect us individually, as a group
and as a churche
